27 ministers are from the OBCs, 10 from SCs, five from STs, five
from minority community .

Many Ministers have been repeated , Rajnath Singh , Nitin Gadkari,
Piyush Goyal, Nirmala Sitharaman , Giriraj Singh and Koren Rijiju .
BJP President JP Nadda has also been included in the cabinet .
